Can your child:

___Sit and share a teacher’s attention

__take a class without parent

__is familiar with the water

If your child can perform these skills, enroll him/her in LEVEL 1.
If your child is 6 months to 4 years and needs a parent in the water
enroll in a parent/child Water baby’s class.

Can your child:
__ Fully submerge face for 3 seconds
___Blow bubbles
__ Demonstrate kicking on back and front with/without belt
__Demonstrate floating front and back with/without assistance
__Demonstrate front crawl arm pattern

Demonstrate Finning arm pattern on back

ﬁyour child can perform all these skills, enroll him/her in LEVEL IT

Can your child:

__Hold his/her breathe & fully submerge head for 3 seconds

__Retrieve an object from the pool bottom in chest deep water & recover
Without support

__ Swim front crawl 10yds

__ Swim back crawl] 10yds

__Jump into water over his/her head and swim back to side

If your child can perform all these skills, enroll him/her in Level 111

If your child’s skills are beyond these Levels, please remember that we have
a swim camp in August. We also have a summer and fall/winter swim team.
